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Closure of Mobile Operatord6 £DMA Network using ActixOne for
Comparative Benchmarking

Mobile Operator uses ActixOne Benchmarking to prove coverage levels to authorities, allow
closure of obsolete network and large reduction in operational cost.

Background

In 2007, Mobile Operator committed to the National Government that they would close
their existing CDMA network and replace it with a WCDMA network by January 2008.

However, the agreement with the Government was that before Mobile Operator was
allowed to switch off the CDMA network they needed to ensure that the WCDMA network
coverage is better that or equal to that of the existing CDMA network coverage.

The project for Actix began in June 2007 when Mobile Operator purchased the ActixOne
Benchmarking & Survey Management Solution along with a package of professional services
to build the network comparison reports required to meet the Government commitment.

After project kick-off a 5 day Scoping workshop was run at Mobile Operator's premises in
Sydney to agree on the scope of work, project timelines, goals and milestones as well as the
approach Actix to deliver the project to Mobile Operator.

Solution

ActixOne Benchmarking is a web-based solution for the management and distribution of
network performance engineering information. It can be used for a wide variety of status
audit and reporting applications and offers a range of focused reporting modules including
Network Performance Reporting, Network Acceptance and Competitive Benchmarking.

A fully automated enterprise solution, Viewpoint automatically processes all formats of drive
test and network configuration data into a centralized database. Viewing and analysis of
data and reports can be easily done via a web browser for any authorized user within the
organization.

Moving away from the traditional desktop based solution of data processing and analysis
saved Mobile Operator tremendous amount of time and money as the radio engineers now
no longer need to manage huge amounts of data on their individual desktops. Data only
need to be processed once and was to be made available to all authorized users in the
organization.
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The scoping of the project identified four key requirements for CDMA-WCDMA comparison
reports, known as the Like-For-Like reports:-

1 Mobile Originating Call Comparison

- Based on the result of periodic call attempts to a PSTN number made from both
CDMA and WCDMA UE

1 Idle Mode Coverage Comparison

- Based on idle mode performance and taken from a designated mobile in idle
mode for each technology

1 Coverage Depth Comparison
- Based on RSCP for both technologies taken from active mode mobiles
I UE TX Power Delta

- Based on the UE TX power from the active mode mobiles for each technology
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
